LIFE Group Lesson

“WHAT DO YOU DO WITH GOD’S WORD?”
· Jesus gave the command to go to the whole world so we should never get tired of hearing about missions.

· That means two things: Speaking His Word and Bearing Fruit.

· By this example God refreshes the earth with rain and snow and when we receive remission of sins and the gift of the Holy Spirit we have a refreshing of our souls.

· God says in Isaiah 55:11 that His word will not come back empty.

· When God’s word is spoken there is fruit because His word doesn’t come back empty.

· Fruit is what the Father wants from us. It is God’s will that we bear much fruit.

· Bearing fruit shows we are His disciples.  

· We are fruit bearers, not fruit Producers_.

· Bearing fruit is the outward sign of what is going on inside of us.

· His word will not come back empty.
  Ice Breaker:

· Have you ever watched spiders make webs, fish swim, race horses run, or any animals do the same things again and again?
· Why do they do those things?

· Why do they never seem to tire of what they do?

· Have you watched children play?  (It is actually their “work”.  They just have fun at it.)
· Why do they play at those things (moving dirt with trucks, riding bikes, etc.)?

· Why does it seem like they never get tired of doing those things (or at least want to do them again the next day)?
