1. At the feet of Jesus some would confess sin.  (Luke 5:1-8)
a. How would Jesus respond? 
i. 1 John 1:7-9

ii. Hebrews 4:14-16

2. At the feet of Jesus some would be admonished.  (Luke 9:57-62)
a. Mark 10:17-21

3. At the feet of Jesus some would finally be still.  (Luke 10:38-42)
a. How does God speak to us?

i. Through His Word
ii. Through prayer 

1. James 1:5  If any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God, who gives generously to all without finding fault, and it will be given to him.
iii. Through singing
1. Ephesians 4:19, 20

2. Colossians 3:16

b. At the feet of Jesus some of us would hear Jesus say (Luke 10:41, 42)
i. Be still and know that I am God -  Psalm 46:10
