1.  Is there really a need for evangelism?

 

A.  Worldwide Scale:

 

We are told that every minute of the day 245 babies are born and 106 people will die somewhere in the world.

 

There are now 6.5 billion people living on this planet, of which 70% don’t even claim to be Christian.  That means there are now more than 4 billion people who have never heard the gospel of Jesus Christ.

 

To get a mental picture of how many lost people that is, try to imagine a line of people that stretches 750,000 miles, reaches around the world 30 times and grows 20 miles longer each day.

B.  National Scale:

 
There are 300 million people who live in the United States.  Only 40% of the population went to church anywhere last week.
